APPLICANTS

1. Applicants must be rising 8th-12th grade in Salem City Schools and have an interest in city government and community service.

2. To apply, applicants must summit two letters of recommendation from teachers or adults the applicant worked with, as well as personally written paragraph explaining why they should be part of the Council, and a list of their extracurricular activities, honors and connections to the Council.

BY-LAWS

1. Attendance

a. Attendance to all events and meetings are mandatory unless excused

b. To gain an excused absence you must let the Inner Council aware before the meeting or event

c. You’re allowed 3 excused absences a year.  Should more absences occur the Inner Council will review your contribution and decide your future with the Youth Council

d. Should you happen to miss a meeting or event you should supplement that time with another meeting and or event

e. If you miss a meeting you will receive a letter notifying your absence, to be aware.
2. Meetings


a. There will be approximately 16 meetings a year

b. Members who stated on their application that they wanted to help with planning events need to attend all these meetings

c. Members who stated on their applications that they wanted to just work on events need to attend the Informational Meetings
d. Meetings will be held on Sunday at 2pm or 4pm

3. Positions

a. Council Member – everyone is a council member and is either a planning member (who attends all meetings and all events) or an event member (who attends all Informational Meetings and all events)

b. Clerk of Council – this is a position manned by two people who attend all meetings (Regular, Informational, and Inner Council) and takes notes/attendance.  Appointed by Inner Council
c. High School Information Director – handles issues of correspondence at Salem High School.  This position will be appointed by the Inner Council

d. Middle School Information Director – handles issues of correspondence at Andrew Lewis Middle School.  This position will be appointed by the Inner Council

e. Inner Council – 5 members who submit their names to Mrs. Murphy in the spring before the year of service and then voted on by the Regular Council before summer break.  Applicants must be a rising junior or senior and have been a part of the council for one year.  Appoints Clerk, and Middle/High School Information Director.  They will also decide all events through out the year.
i. 3 Council Members – voting members who help the Vice Mayor and Mayor

ii. Vice Mayor – acting Mayor in case of Mayor’s absence

iii. Mayor – leader of Council
